Setup VM with Access 2013
1. Create VM in Azure Portal (user created is the VM admin)
2. Connect (download RDP) 
3. Download and Install on the VM the Office Deployment Tool for Click-to-Run
http://www.microsoft.com/en-us/download/details.aspx?id=36778
(turn off IE Enhanced Security for admin)
4. Edit the configuration.xml file
5. In an elevated cmd window, run “setup.exe /download configuration.xml”
6. In an elevated cmd window, run “setup.exe /configure configuration.xml”
Add New Users to VM and Office 365
1. Connect to VM as the admin account
2. Add local user 
(Computer Management > System Tools > Local Users and Groups)
3. Add local user to Remote Desktop Users 
(Computer Management > System Tools > Local Users and Groups)
4. Add Office 365 ProPlus user in Office 365 Portal (if required)
Run Access 2013 in VM
1. Connect to VM
2. Launch Access 2013
3. Authenticate using ProPlus credentials	
Summary Thoughts
1. Using a VM has all the pros-cons of administering a full server
2. User experience is a full WM window
3. Two authentication identities (VM local and Office 365)
4. Access databases may be stored in 
a. OneDrive
b. Shared VM folder
c. Networked VM
d. Local Machine (VPN)
5. User’s state preserved between VM logins
6. Cost is VM ($67/month Standard A1) + ProPlus/user/month ($12)

2. Select the software to (un)publish (if applicable)
3. Add users to the RemoteApp Collection (User Access)
Add New Users to Azure RemoteApp and Office 365
1. Log into Azure Portal
2. Add local user 
(Computer Management > System Tools > Local Users and Groups)
3. Add local user to Remote Desktop Users 
(Computer Management > System Tools > Local Users and Groups)
4. Add Office 365 ProPlus user in Office 365 Portal (if required)
Run Access 2013 in VM
1. Download and install the RemoteApp client
https://www.remoteapp.windowsazure.com/ClientDownload/ 
2. Run the RemoteApp client
3. Log in using the Office 365 credentials
4. Launch Access 2013
Summary Thoughts
1. Using a RemoteApp is simpler than a VM
2. User experience is a “normal” application window
3. Single authentication point (Office 365)
4. Access databases may be stored in 
a. OneDrive
b. Within RemoteApp folders
c. Networked Computer (Configure with VPN)
a. Local Machine (Redirection with PowerShell)
5. User’s state preserved between logins
6. Cost is  RemoteApp User ($10-17/user/month (20 user min)) + ProPlus/user/month ($12)
